Saint Mark Food Pantry is one of the ministries serving the parishioners and non-parishioners of Saint Mark Catholic Church located at 1505 Kempsville Road, Virginia Beach, VA 23464. They welcome families not only from Virginia Beach but the cities of Chesapeake and Norfolk as well.

The Food pantry started 15 years ago in a storage area of the church and served about 6 families per week mostly referred by the Social Services.  To date the Food pantry serves approximately 500 families per month with a total of 1800-2000 people on Mondays, Wednesdays and Fridays.  Each family gets frozen meat, poultry or seafood items, produce, breads and desserts.  The Pantry also carries canned goods for the needy.
